User Air Calibration

A simple user visual inspection should be carried out, ideally, every day with
an Air Calibration necessary only when not reading 20.9%vol. Ensure no other
gases are present before doing the Air Calibration. Refer to the manual for
further information about this and other regular checks.

START

Ensure instrument has been left turned on for 1 hour before air calibration.

Press and hold for 3 seconds the MODE button, until “1-0 VER” is
displayed.

Press A button to change display to “1-1 AIR”, then press SET button to
enter the Air Calibration mode.

The actual reading from the OX-600 will be displayed. Press SET to start
the adjustment (the number in the display will flash).

Use A or V¥ buttons to adjust reading to “20.9”, then press SET button.

The display should change to “-----” before showing “PASS” or “FAIL” and
then displaying “1-1 AIR”. If “PASS” is displayed, proceed to next step. If
“FAIL” is displayed, perform a new Air Calibration.

Press and hold for 3 seconds the MODE button until “20.9” is displayed.
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
